Titletown’s Breeding Philosophy

My goal is to produce excellent all-around performance dogs that are healthy, structurally correct to compete in conformation shows and temperamentally sound with high intelligence to excel as home companions and outstanding performance dogs.  Many breeders claim to breed for performance dogs but never actually train or trial their dogs in performance events.  While it is possible to find a good performance dog in any line, I believe in proving my dogs in the events I aim to breed for so as to increase my likelihood over time of consistently producing high quality performance dogs.  Not only that, I believe in taking my dogs past intro-level performance events to really see how far they can go.  My foundation has been with Van Gunn dogs, inbred and linebred on the combination of CH Noble Gun of Blue Monday X Cirkle C's Brittany Blue Ray.  My Van Gunn dogs have proven themselves highly intelligent, trainable and versatile excelling in a variety of events.  They are moderate in drive.  My goal is to bring in linebred Ruffian dogs to outcross my inbred/linebred Van Gunn dogs to.  The goal of every breeding is to improve structurally on the previous generation, my goal has also been to increase the level of drive in the dogs I produce.  I aim for high-moderate drive dogs, dogs that have the desire to work and can work controllably around other dogs as well as fit into a nice home life.  My first breeding with Sidle x Casino resulting in Q was everything that I hoped for with this combination structure and working wise.  Q will be a force to be reckoned with in the performance arena.

All Titletown puppies are up to date on vaccinations at the time of transfer.  Pet puppies are sold on mandatory spay/neuter contracts, no papers will be provided until proof of spay/neuter is presented.  What is a pet puppy?  A pet puppy is in no way a temperamentally inferior puppy.  A pet puppy is a puppy that has been evaluated to have conformational faults per the AKC Amstaff breed standard such that I would not want the dog bred from in the future.  Conformational faults also do not mean the puppy is structurally defective, as a breeder I want only my best to go in the show ring as examples of my breeding program, puppies that do not meet my standard will be placed in working or companion homes where they will still have happy and active lives with their new owners.  Picks are determined at 6-8 weeks, no reservations will be made based on potential color of puppies.  All puppies will be behaviorally evaluated for their suitability in a particular home whether show, working or pet.  While I strive to produce higher drive puppies for myself, lower drive less rambunctious puppies are usually available for pet homes seeking a good all-around companion!  Interested buyers should be prepared to provide references.  My references happily provided to prospective new owners.  Titletown Amstaffs is now located in Northeast Iowa.  I am happy to talk dogs or answer questions at any time.  All prospective puppy buyers are welcome to pick up their puppy in person and meet any Titletown dogs currently in residence.
